
Quandel Consultants is serving as sub-consultant on the final design team to prepare final design plans for the track and

signal improvements for a new intercity passenger station in Dearborn, MI.

The project is funded under a 2009 federal ARRA grant to improve intermodal passenger access to the region. Quandel

Consultants staff evaluated a series of different track and station configurations under a series of previous studies leading to the

preparation of an Environmental Assessment and Record of Decision. The team produced design criteria and geometric design

plans for review with the host railroads, Norfolk Southern and Amtrak.

The selected alternative includes a new station facility with side platforms and an overhead passenger walkway that will provide

safe movement of pedestrians across the tracks.

The station provides a new intermodal hub for pedestrians, bike, bus, taxi, private automobile and both intercity and commuter

rail. The existing second track will be extended approximately one half mile through the station to allow train access to both

platforms. The existing interlocking will be relocated to the west.
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
